Session 1: Fighting on Their Knees

Play Session 1. Fighting On Their Knees (5 minutes).

Read Exodus 24:12-13 and Exodus 33:7-11. As a young
man, Joshua was close to very notable events in history.
What do you think he was praying as he was waiting
for Moses? When do you find it easier to pray, in good
times or bad? Why? (As the leader, consider opening
discussion with an example of your own.)

Read Matthew 6:5-8. Why do you think Jesus
emphasizes private prayer?

Does this mean we should not pray out loud in a
group? How can times we pray together as a group be
beneficial?

Why do you think we should pray if God already
knows what we’re asking?

Read Matthew 6:9-13. How does the Lord’s Prayer
serve as a model?

Can you give any personal examples of a prayer that
was answered or victory that you found through
prayer?
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
